The 
course provides fundamentals of safe, responsible motorcycle riding and 
will include classroom instruction and practical riding in a controlled, 
off-street environment. The course concludes with a knowledge test and 
skill evaluation.  Successful completion of this course allows waiver of 
the road test portion for motorcycle licensing in Missouri. 

MANDATORY ITEMS FOR THIS COURSE: 
•	 HELMET - Full-face and 3/4 helmets are acceptable provided that 

they meet minimum DOT certification
•	 STURDY OVER-THE-ANKLE FOOTWEAR
•	 LONG SLEEVE SHIRT OR JACKET
•	 STURDY PANTS (NO SHORTS ALLOWED)
•	 FULL FINGER GLOVES
•	 EYE PROTECTION

Student must be a MINIMUM of 15 ½ years old the day the course 
begins and be able to ride a bicycle. Anyone under 18 years of age must 
have parental/guardian permission in writing prior to the riding portion 
of the course.  Motorcycles will be furnished, you cannot use your own.  
REFUNDS WILL NOT BE ISSUED IF YOU DO NOT PASS THE COURSE.

Program (MMSP) as a range aid in 2009.  In May, 2012, 
she was accepeted to the Rider Coach Prep Program 
and by June became a certified Rider Coach.  She 
continued and earned certifications to teach the sport 
bike course and advanced riding courses as well as 
her certification to train motorcyclists in the State of 
California.  In 2013, Tami became employed by Cape 
Fox Government Services at Fort Leonard Wood.
