PROFESSIONAL COLLABORATION IN THE CAMDENTON R-III ScHooL DisTRICT
CONTINUES TO MAKE A DIFFERENCE FOR OUR STUDENTS

Our teachers are using the time allotted for
collaboration to improve the learning environment

for our students. During early release, teachers
specifically discuss student performance on various
forms of assessment. From these discussions in

which teachers share ideas and what works for them,
collaborative teams are able to create specific academic
strategies to address the needs of the students they
serve. Andrea Kurtz, Kindergarten teacher at Dogwood
Elementary, shares, “Collaboration gives our
Kindergarten Team the opportunity to discuss results
of our assessments and create intervention groups
based on students’ needs.”

In addition to interventions, collaboration allows
teachers to talk and share effective instructional
strategies. JD Hunter, High School Language Arts
Instructor, writes, “Collaboration has helped me as
an instructor because it has taken me off the island
which has been my classroom and put me in an
environment where I am surrounded by other
instructors who teach the same course as I do.” A
colleague of Mr. Hunter’s, Nikki Hubbard, comments,
“I really feel like I have come to know my peers,
and I have a whole new respect for them as a result...
You truly come to see each person’s strengths.” By
facilitating an atmosphere where teachers can share
their best instructional practices, we are able to make
public the most effective practices of our classrooms
and share those with all teachers, which improve the
level of instruction across the school.

Due to the overwhelming amount of research to

support the effectiveness of collaboration toward
improving student performance, our District has
committed time for teacher collaboration. Three
hours each month are set aside for collaboration

through early release. When early release was
approved, by our school board, the time for
collaboration was created by using a portion of
professional development time already guaranteed

to teachers in the District; therefore, the professional
development time is utilized in a different form without
taking additional time away from students in the
classroom.

While teacher support for collaboration in our District
has been substantial, positive feedback has also come
form our students. Several Camdenton High School
seniors, having experienced the collaboration early
release schedule for the past four years, express a
positive perception of teacher collaboration time.
Cheye’ Ann Phillips states, “I think it positively affects
students because it is helpful for teachers to hear
what works and doesn’t.” Charlie Collins says
collaboration is “usually good because the teachers
come together and think of better ways of teaching
us.” Another Camdenton senior, Kristi Lotz, expressed
the advantages of collaboration through access to
teachers: “As a student, I feel that I can find help
from any teacher in a specific department because
they each understand what material the other
teachers are covering. For example, each of the
history teachers is open to questions, and if one
teacher doesn’t know the answer, he or she is sure to
know which teacher to ask.”

The Camdenton School District continues to be a
district grounded in tradition and reaching toward
excellence. The collaborative release time provides
our teachers with a vital tool for sharing outstanding
practices and meeting the needs of our students. The
District appreciates the support of our parents in regard
to collaboration.

CMS - Camdenton Middle School students have been having

fun with numbers! On Saturday, January 21, eight CMS
students participated in Southwest Baptist University’s 13th Annual
Math Competition. Seventh grade students Skylar Colyer, Emily
ZaretzKky, Brenden Barbour, Kenneth Khor, Jonathan Upp and
eighth grade students Edawna Armes, Abe Morris, and Colt
McCorkle competed.

Students at the SBU competition participated in four events:
Sprint, Target, Team, and Countdown. In the Sprint event, students
answered 30 questions in 40 minutes without using calculators.
Abe Morris placed 7th in the eighth grade category, and Kenneth
Khor placed 5th in seventh grade. The Target event required
students to answer two questions every six minutes. The students
answered eight questions total. Three students placed in the Target
competition: Abe Morris placed 2nd, Kenneth Khor placed 5th,
and Colt McCorkle placed 8th. For the Team event, the students
split into three groups. CMS had one eighth grade team and two
seventh grade teams. Countdown was the last event of the day

and the most exciting. The top ten students from the day’s events
participated in a game show-like competition.

Fifty-one students from Camdenton High School were
selected as members of Central District of Missouri
Educators Association All-District Choirs.

The
audition process involves each student singing a prepared
vocal solo in a blind audition for three judges and then

The FIRST Camdenton 4-H LASER
3284 robotics team is comprised of 48
Camdenton High School students and 30
adult mentors. Over 6,000 hours have
been logged during the last six weeks of
build season afterschool and weekends
by this dedicated team. The team should
be commended for overcoming great
obstacles in their most complicated
design yet. This year’s robot utilizes
vision tracking, gyro/accelerometer,
photo sensors, and a wild swerve-drive
system to play a 3-on-3 modified
basketball challenge called “Rebound
Rumble”. To better appreciate the

FIRST robotics is a
program that is overseen
by the Camdenton R-III
Afterschool Services
department. The
Camdenton LASER
program boasts 250+
students in grades 4-12
in five schools. The
Afterschool program
provides the perfect
setting for students to
explore opportunities
that will inspire them.
LASER (Laker Afterschool Science Engineering & Robotics)
is a relatively new program at Camdenton High School that
encourages students to investigate STEM (Science,
Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics) areas and apply
classroom knowledge to real world applications. It is a sport
where our student minds can be challenged and celebrated
similar to our accomplished sports and fine arts programs.

During the last six weeks (January 7 -
February 21) the students designed, built,
engineered, wired, marketed, business
modeled, wrote, photographed, videoed,
web designed, and programmed a 120 Ib.
robot under strict constraints from a
100- page rule book that shoots 8”

foam basketballs in competition. The
competition field measures 27’ x 54’
that includes balancing ramps and
barriers as part of the game. A game
animation explanation about this year’s
challenge is available at:

The FIRST (www.usfirst.org) robotics
program involves over a quarter million
students from 61 countries in grades
3-12. The FRC division that FIRST
LASER competes in includes over 2,500
teams from six countries. The first
competition took place in Kansas City (March 1-3) and the
second will be in St. Louis (March 22-24), where the team
will face 110 teams from 10 different states.

The Foundation serves as a critical
School District partner providing
supplemental funding for beneficial
scholarships, educational programs
and activities that fall outside the
District's normal operating budget.

Since 2004, the Foundation has
awarded 54 (fifty-four) scholarships
totaling $54,000 to graduating
seniors. Many of those recipients

credit the Foundation’s recognition of their academic and
service excellence as an important confidence-builder toward
their college journey.

In addition to providing several scholarships since its
inception, the Foundation has also supported numerous
projects within the District. When the third through fourth
grade elementary school, Hawthorn, was established, the
Foundation was able to provide funding for books to add
to the new library, impacting the 473+
students who attend Hawthorn every year.
Testing and book fees for International
Baccalaureate candidates who require

students of the Camdenton R-III School
District.

Starting in August 2011, the Foundation offered a payroll
deduction option to the District’s teachers and staff for a
grant program designed to turn educators' innovative teaching
ideas into reality. Thirty-nine individuals participated,
resulting in $2,000 in deductions. The Foundation matched
those deductions and will be recognizing four worthy grant
recipients at the Elegant Evening.

What many people might not know is that all proceeds from
the Foundation's Elegant Evening go directly to scholarships
and enhancing academic excellence for our area children.
By attending this event, the community can make a
difference, contributing to new and expanded educational
opportunities that benefit students, teachers, employees, and
residents of Camdenton School District.
