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Rereading Familiar Books


Every day, in every lesson, I get to read lots of books.  I get to pick some of my favorite stories that I have read before.  These books are easy for me and I try to read my book like a story and make it sound like people are talking.  My teacher says, “That’s how readers sound.”

Taking a Running Record

Now I have to read a book all by myself.  She won’t help me unless I have a hard problem.  I read this book yesterday.  My teacher helped me work hard to figure out tricky parts.  Now I think I can read it pretty good all by myself!  My teacher will be recording what I do well and how I help myself in order to better inform her teaching.  Afterwards we will talk about some of the things I did to help myself and we will look at some of the tricky parts.    
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Letter Work/Word Work

Every day I need to do a little work on learning about letters or parts of words.  We go to the whiteboard in order to manipulate magnetic letters and words.  We also look at some of my books and “break” words into parts.  My teacher knows all about the things I need to learn.  I like moving the magnetic letters around on the board and taking words apart in text.  That helps me understand what I am learning and I can apply it to my reading and writing strategies. 
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Writing

Every day I write a story in my writing journal.  Sometimes I come up with my own stories and other times we write about the books we’ve been reading.  I can write known words quickly without help.  My teacher helps me stretch words out to hear and record sounds.  Also, we use the things I’ve learned about letters and word parts in reading to help me with my writing.  When we are done, we reread my story.

Cut-Up Sentence

Each day after we write a story, my teacher copies it onto a strip of paper and cuts it apart in different ways.  Sometimes she cuts it up word by word, into phrases or she cuts parts of words (depending on what our focus is).  Then I practice putting the sentence back together.  I will bring home my cut-up sentence and put it together and glue it onto the back of my Reading Recovery half-sheet.  Sometimes I may need help reading my sentence because I had written it hours ago.  Before taking it out of the envelope you and I can read it together so that it’s in my head before I put it together.  Then I should reread it after I put it together to make sure that it’s right before I glue it.  
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My New Book

At the end of every lesson I read a brand new book that my teacher has selected specifically for me.  My teacher introduces it and sometimes we look at the pictures or just talk about the topic.  This is the time when my teacher provides “extra” support for new words or phrases I may encounter.  She reminds me of my strategies that I can use to help me at the tricky parts.  We also practice phrasing and fluency by making it sound like a story.  She is very “in tune” to what support I need and she has a focus in each and every Reading Recovery® lesson.
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Soon my teacher will invite you in to observe a lesson, which I think you will find very helpful.  Thank you for allowing me to be in Reading Recovery®.  It will help me on my path to becoming a life long reader.
