COLLECTION OF AN ANNUAL TAX FOR THE PURPOBE OF PAYING THE

CONNECTION THEREWITH,

WHEREAS, Camdenton Reorganized School District No. R-3 of Camden County, Missouri (the
“District™, is a reorganized school district and political subdivision of the State of Missourd, duly created,
organized and existing under and by virtue of the Constitution and laws of the State of Missouri; and

‘WHEREAS, the District is authorized under the provisions of Article VI, Section 28 of the
Constitution of Missouri, 1945, as amended, and Section 108.140, RSMo (the "Refunding Bond Law™),
to refund, extend and unify the whole or any part of its valid genera! obligation indebtedness; and

WHEREAS, the District has herstofore issued snd has omstanding, among others, the following
series of general obligation bonds:

WHEREAS, the District heroby finds and determines that it is in the best interests of the District
and its inhabitents to refund all of the bonds described above, said refunded Series 2007 Bonds being
more fully described in the Certificate of Final Terms attached hereto as Exhibit B and being hereinafter
referred 10 as the “Refunded Bonds,™ and

WHEREAS, the Refunding Bond Law authorizes the issuance of general obligation refunding
bonds in an amount not to exceed the principal amount of the Refunded Bonds and the accrued interest
thereon 1o the date of the refunding bonds, which Maximum Allowable Refunding Amount is shown in
the Certificate of Final Terms attached hereto as Exhibit B; and

WHEREAS, the Refunding Bond Law provides thar refunding boads shall bear interest at not to
exceed the same rate as the refunded bonds, and under the 1erms of this Resolution, the interest rate on the
Bonds herein authorized is less than the interest rate on the Refunded Bonds; and

WHEREAS, atrangements have been made for the sale of the bonds so athosized, and it is
hereby found and determined that it is necessary and advisable and in the best interest of the District and
its inhabitants at this time to authorize the fssuance and delivery of the District's bonds for the purposes
aforessid;

“Business Day” means a day, other than a Saturday, Sunday or holiday, on which the Paying
Agent is scheduled in the nommal cowrse of its operations to be open to the public for conduct of its
banking operations.

York, New York, and any successor nominee with respect 1o the Bonds,

Amount set forth i the Certificate of Final Terms attached
a3 Exhibit B hereto (the “Bonds™), for the purpose of providing funds to pay the costs of refunding the
Refunded Bonds and paying the costs of issuing the Bonds,

Section 201 Description of Boads.

‘The Bonds shall coasist of fully registered bonds without coupons, numbered from 1 upward in
order of issvance, in denominations of $5,000 or any integral multiple thereof. The Bonds, as originally
issued or issued upon transfer, exchange or substitition, shall be substantiafly in the form set forth in
Exhibit A mtached hereto, and shall be subject to registration, transfer and exchange as provided in
Section 285 hereof.

The Bonds shalt bear interest {computed on the basis of 5 360-day year of twelve 30-day months)
from the Dated Date or from the most recent Interest Payment Date 1o which interest has been paid or
duly provided for, payable semiannually on the dates set forth in the Certificate of Final Terms attached

Section 203.  Desigaation of Paying Agent. Commerce Bank, Kansss City, Missousi, is
hereby designated as the District’s paying agent for the payment of principal of and interest an the Bonds
and as bond registrar with respect to the registration, transfer and exchange of Bonds (the “Paying
Agent™),

The District will at all times maintain 8 Paying Agent meeting the qualifications herein described
for the performance of the duties hereunder. The District reserves the right to appoint a successor Paying
Agent by (1) filing with the Paying Agent then performing such function a certified copy of the
procesdings giving notice of the termination of such Paying Agent and appointing a successor, and
(2) causing notice of the appoimment of the successor Paying Agent to be given by first class mail to each
Bondowner. The Paying Agent may resign upon giving written notice by first class mail to the District
and the Bondowners not less than 60 days prior to the date such resignation Is to take effect. No
resignation or removal of the Paying Agent shall become effective until & successor has been appointed
and has accepted the duties of Paying Agent.

Every Paying Agent appointed hereunder shall at ofl times be a commercial banking associstion
or corporation or trust company located in the State of Missouri organized and in good standing and doing
business under the laws of the United States of America or of the State of Missouri and subject to
supervision or examination by federal or state regulatory authority.

Corporation. Al such deposits shall be continuowsly and adequately secured by the banks or financial
institutions bolding such deposits as provided by the laws of the State of Missouri, All moneys heldin the
funds created by this Resclution shall be kept separate and apart from all other funds of the Distriet so
that there shal} be no commingling of such funds with any other funds of the District:
